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In this assignment you will be gathering data from CIA World Factbook to gather information on an assigned country and making a poster to explain your findings about the country.  You will need to use your notes and textbook to understand data and complete the assignment.
Go to the CIA World Factbook website (the links are on the our class website).  Use the dropdown to select your country and open the profile.  Click “open all” to read the information on your country and complete your poster.  You may also need to do some independent research on the history of your country.
Your poster must include all of the following pieces of information:

1. Title stating the name of your country, clear labels for the pyramid
2. Completed population pyramid (use the template) 
3. Must include at least 4 annotations relating to the history of your country and how that history impacted certain intervals

4. Explanation of the type of pyramid you have with justification (increasing population, stagnant population, decreasing population)

5. Explanation of the stage of the Demographic Transition Model you have with justification 

6. Description of future issue that could be facing supported by evidence from your pyramid (aging population/high dependency, gender imbalance, declining workforce, etc.)

Pyramid Directions


In your country profile, scroll down to the “Age Structure” section and click on the population pyramid.  Use the information to create the profile using the template.  Be sure to combine the information for the 80+ category and properly label the X-axis with the population groups.
Annotation Directions

When annotating your pyramid by sure to include information that you have researched about the time periods.  You will need to do a little math and think about what age groups were affected by historical events.  For example, if a war occurred in 2000, this would have affected 18-30 year-olds at the time but they would now be around 40 years old. 
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Type of Pyramid and DTM Stage Directions

You need to write a short explanation for each.  They should be 3 to 5 sentences in length and include support for why you believe they are in the category they are.  You should refer to specific shapes and parts of your pyramid.

Future Issues Directions


You need to describe at least one future population issues that your country faces.  This should be one paragraph (3-5 sentences each).  With the issue, refer to the part of your population pyramid that shows this issue.  This also should include a minimum of 3 vocabulary terms from the chapter (possible terms include dependency ratio, total fertility rate, infant mortality rate, etc.). 
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
